This is not the crime of a single fanatic; the assassination is Serbia’s
declaration of war on Austria-Hungary. If we miss this chance, Austria-Hungary
will break up. We must wage war to prevent this. To wait any longer means a
diminishing of our chances — there must be a final and fundamental reckoning
with the Serbs. It will be a hopeless fight — nevertheless it must be waged.
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
