He was one of the first American representatives working in
Communist China.

Our armed forces are tied down in Korea by our policy. Communist China may
soon invade Taiwan leading to conflict with the United States. They may also
help the Viet Minh to expel the French from Vietham. Our involvement in the
Far East worries the Europeans who are terrified by conflict with China. More
US involvement in the Far East would also allow the USSR to expand their
power in Europe.
