Task 2
Terry would like to use a spreadsheet to record the amount of sales achieved by his Sales
Department. He wants to use this information to identify staff who meet targets, so they can be
given a bonus.
Your task is to develop a spreadsheet for this purpose.

Part A

Using a spreadsheet software package open a new spreadsheet and save it as Belfast Auto
Centre Sales. In a new worksheet complete the following:

(a) In cell A1 enter the text “Sales to Date”.

Embolden this text and increase the font size to 30.
Merge cells A1 to K1 and centre align the text. [3]

(g) Enter a formula in cell I3 which will calculate the Quarter 2 Total Sales (April, May and
June) for John. 2]
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(h) Enter a formula in cell J3 which will calculate the Total Sales (Quarter 1 and Quarter 2)
for John. [2]

(i) If a salesperson reaches Total Sales of £500,000 or more, a bonus will be given.
The bonus is calculated by using the formula Total Sales x 0.001.
In cell K3 enter a formula which will calculate and display how much bonus John
should get, otherwise display £0. [4]

() Replicate the formulae created in parts (f), (g), (h), and (i) above for the other
salespeople. [1]

(k) Insert outline and inside borders on all cells in the range A1 to K6. [1]

() Save the file Belfast Auto Centre Sales.
Print one copy of the spreadsheet data on one A4 page, landscape, with row and
column headings and gridlines visible.
Make sure that all the data can be seen.
Label the printout Sales Data. [4]

(m) Print one copy of the spreadsheet formulae on one A4 page, landscape, with row
and column headings and gridlines visible.
Make sure that all the formulae can be seen.
Label the printout Sales Formulae. [1]
