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Writing: Style & Organisation

5 (Excellent)

Excellent expression and focus with assured use of own words. Good
summary style with orderly grouping of ideas; excellent linkage. Answer has
sense of purpose.

4 (Good)

Good expression in recognisable summary style. Attempts to focus and to
group ideas; good linkage.

3 (Adequate)

Satisfactory expression in own words. Reasonably concise with some sense of
order. Occasional lapses of focus.

2 (Weak) Limited expression but mostly in own words. Some sense of order but little
sense of summary. Tendency to lose focus (e.g. by including some anecdote);
thread not always easy to follow.
