Genel yorumlar

Birinci Dil Turkge Okuma sinav kagidi ayni temayi paylagan iki metinden olusur. Bu sinav kagidinin amaci
adaylarin okuduklari bir metinde dolayli ya da belirgin olarak anlatilanlari anlayip anlamadiklarini; yazi
hakkindaki sorulari yanitlayabilmek igin yaziyi analiz edebilmelerini, degerlendirebilmelerini ve yazarlarin
okuyucu uzerinde nasil etki yarattiklarini anlamalarini sinamaktir. Bu yil iki metnin de temasi “Dunyadaki
dogal denge ve bu dengeyi ve dogayi korumakti”.

Adaylar genellikle sorulari dogru yanitladilar. Dili agik, ¢esitli ve diizgiin sézciiklerle dikkatli kullanan adaylar
dogru dil puanindan tam not aldilar.
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Belli sorular icin yorumlar

Soru 1

Bu soru i¢in hatirlanmasi gerekenler; batun sorularin yanitlari, okunan A metninde vardir ve sorular
metindeki anlatim sirasina gore diizenlenmistir. Adaylar detaylari anlamak igin sorulari iyi okumali ve sorulari
dogru yanitlayabilmek igin anahtar noktalara odaklanmalidir. Sadece yaniti yazmali, yanitin oldugu tim
bdlima kopyalamamalidirlar.

(a) Bu soru adaylarin ¢ogu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi. Bazi adaylar sadece “insanlar i¢in dinya
merak konusu oldu® yanitini vererek puan kaybettiler. Bilgilerin toplanmasi 6nemliydi.

(b) Bu soru adaylarin ¢ogu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi. Bazi adaylar teknolojinin bize sagladigi
kolaylik nedeniyle vicudumuzu kullanmadigimizdan dolay1 gérdugumuz zarari yazmadiklarindan
puan kaybettiler.

(c) Bu soru genellikle adaylarin ¢gogu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi.

(d) Bu soru adaylarin ¢cogu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi. Bazi adaylar varliklarin var olma nedenleri
oldugunu yazdilar fakat birbirleriyle olan baglantidan bahsetmedikleri igin tam puan alamadilar.

(e) Adaylarin buytk bir kismi bu soruya dogru yanit verdiler.

(f) Adaylarin gogu bu soruya dogru yanit verdi. Bazi adaylar dagdlarin ekosistem ile ilgili bolimanu
yazmadiklarinda puan kaybettiler.

(9) Bu soru genellikle dogru yanitlandi. Adaylarin bazilari “Bizim onlara, onlarin bize oldugundan ¢ok
daha fazla ihtiyacimiz var.” diye yanit vererek puan kaybettiler. Clinki bizim onlara nigin ihtiyacimiz
oldugunu belirtmeleri gerekirdi.

(h) Cok sayida aday bu soruya dogru yanit verdi. Soruyu dikkatli okumayan adaylar “nicelik”
kelimesine dikkat etmedikleri igin Ay, Diinya ve Gines in bulunduklari yerde olduklari igin
mevsimlerin gergeklestigini yazdilar. Bazi adaylar “oksijen” i érnek olarak vermis bazilari da
“kangurularin treme 6zelligini.” .Soruyu ¢ok dikkatli okumak ve ne soruldugunu tam olarak anlamak
¢ok dnemlidir.

(i) Bu soru adaylarin ¢ogu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi. Adaylarin gogu “parmak izlerinin” hayatimizin
sonuna kadar degismedigi i¢in bar kodlara benzedigini ifade ederken bazi adaylar da parmak
izlerinin kisiye 6zel oldugunu ve herkesin farkli parmak izi oldugunu belirttiler.

(i) Bu soruya ¢ok degisik yanitlar verildi.

“insanlar hayran olduklari dogaya zarar vermekten kaginmiyorlar” gibi yanitlar tam puan ald.
(k) Bazi adaylar bu soruyu bir 6nceki sorunun devami gibi gordler ve yukaridaki yaniti tekrar ederek
yanit verdiler. Adaylarin cogu “Insanlarin dogaya saygi gostermediklerini ve cesitli yollarla zarar

verdiklerini” agiklayarak tam puan aldilar.

() Bu soru adaylarin ¢ogu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi. Sadece hastaliklardan ya da sadece niifus
artisindan s6z eden adaylar tam puan alamadilar.

(m) Bu soru adaylarin ¢odu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi. Bazi adaylar “insanlarin dogayi kendi
arzularina goére disincesizce degistirmeleri yizinden” gibi degisik fakat dogru yanitlar verdiler.
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(n) “Toplumda bir ¢cok insan, “nasil olsa birileri halleder “diye distnlrse kimse bir sey yapmayacaktir
ve gevre zarar gérmeye devam edecektir.” gibi cok dogru yanitlar vardi. Bazi adaylar, sadece s6zl
acgliklamakla kalmislar ve puan kazanamamisglardir.

(o) “Neyse ki... kelimesinin anlamini bilen adaylarin timu bu 6rnegi kullanarak 1 puan aldilar.
Sorularinin tima 20 puandir. Geri kalan 5 puani almak igin yanitlarda kullanilan dilin agik,
(gerektiginde) karmasik dil yapisinda olmasi ve kelime gesitliligini yansitmasi gerekir. Adaylarin
¢ogu, birgok soruyu dogru cimleler kurarak ve gesitli uygun kelimeler kullanarak yanitladi.

Question 2

Bu soruda adaylardan metin A ve Metin B den segctikleri 15 ya da daha fazla bilgi ile verilen soruyu

yanitlayacak sekilde bir 6zet yazmalari beklenir. Bu sorudan yuksek puan almak isteyen adaylarin asagidaki

noktalara dikkat etmeleri gerekir.

e Sinav, esas olarak okunani anlama sinavidir ve 6zet adaylarin her iki metni ne kadar anladiklarinin
gOstergesidir.

e Adaylar iki metni okuyarak oradan topladiklari bilgilerle sanki yeni bir metin yaziyorlarmig gibi
davranmalilar; yazilari orijinal olmali.

e  Ozet adaylarin kendi duisiincelerini, deneyimlerini ve duygularini degil, iki metinden égrendiklerini
yansitmalidir.

e Ozet anlagllabilir oldugu miiddetge iki metinde yazilanlarin sirasina gére olmak zorunda degildir.
e Ozetin uzunlugu yénergede belirtildigi gibi olmalidir.

e Ozet tam climlelerle yazilmali ve anlamli bir metin olmasi icin paragraflar mantikl olarak birbiriyle
baglantili olmalidir.

e Adaylar el yazilarinin okunakl olduklarindan emin olmalidir; okunamayan yazilar puan kazanamaz.
Ozet igin kazanilabilecek toplam puan 25 dir. Bu puana okuma objektifleri ‘R1, R2, R3 ve R4’ Ui igeren, igerik
icin verilen 15 puan da dahildir. Metinlerde segilecek daima en az 15 anahtar bilgi ve birgcok destekleyici
ornek vardir.

Kalan 10 puan i¢in 6zet asagidaki gibi degerlendirilir.

e  Stil ve organizasyon: (5 puan) fikirleri gruplamak, sorunun yénergesinde belirtilen noktalari kapsamak.

e Dilin dogrulugu: (5 puan) yazinin agik olmasi, (gerektiginde) karmasik dil yapisi, ¢esitli ve dikkatlice
secilen uygun kelimeler ve deyimler kullanma.

Bu yil birgok aday insanla doganin uyum iginde birlikte var olabilmesi i¢cin yapmamiz gerekenleri iki
metinden sectikleri anahtar bilgileri kullanarak yazilar yazdilar ve ylksek puanlar aldilar.

Sinav formati hakkinda bilgisi olmayan veya soruyu dikkatli okumayan adaylar metinleri kullandilar fakat
soruya yani “yapmamiz gerekenler” hakkinda bilgi vermedikleri icin puan kaybettiler. Bazi adaylar sadece
kendi duygularini ve deneyimlerini anlatan bir kompozisyon yazdilar. Ozet igin istenen bu dedgildi.

Reading

Key messages

In order to do well in Question 1, candidates need to:

o write their answers in their own words unless the question requires a direct quotation from the passage

e write concise answers

e read the questions very carefully before starting to answer and ensure that they are answering the
precise question asked

e remember that if two marks are available for a question, then they will need to provide two points in their
answer in order to have access to full marks for that question.

In order to do well in Question 2, candidates need to:

e  ensure that their summary contains only information drawn from the two passages and does not reflect
their own thoughts, experiences or feelings

e remember that the summary does not have to follow the order of the two passages, as long as it is
coherent, well-organised and contains sentences and paragraphs which are linked together

e adhere to the word limit given in the question

e ensure that their work is presented legibly.

Candidates should ensure that they plan their time during the examination in order to allow themselves

sufficient time at the end to check their work. As well as marks for Reading, marks for Writing are awarded
for this paper, so candidates should remember to check their grammar, spelling and punctuation carefully.

General comments

This question paper consists of two passages linked by a common theme. The common theme of the two
passages this year was ‘The ecological system and how to protect it’. The texts included detail about how the
ecological system works and what needs to be done to protect it. On the whole, candidates seemed to
identify well with the content. Many candidates performed well on this paper.

Comments on specific questions

Question 1

Question 1 is divided into a series of sub-questions which require answers of various lengths. The sub-
questions are based on Passage 1 and test the candidates’ ability to:

understand and collate explicit meanings

understand, explain and collate implicit meanings and attitudes
select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes
understand how writers achieve effects.

There are 20 marks available for Reading and 5 marks available for Writing. In Writing, candidates are
assessed on their ability to make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures,
sentences, punctuation and spelling. In order to do well in Question 1, candidates need to remember that
the answers to the sub-questions are always found in Passage 1. With the exception of any synoptic
questions where answers may be gathered from anywhere in the text, the sub-questions are posed in the
order that the answers appear in the passage. Candidates must not refer to their own previous experience or
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knowledge about the topic of the text: they are required to answer the precise questions asked using
information drawn from the passage.

(a) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates gave answers such as ‘The
world has become subject of curiosity for humans’ and lost marks. Gathering information was
important.

(b) Most candidates answered only part of the question correctly and were awarded half marks. Some

candidates lost points because they did not write about the damage humans suffer because we do
not use our bodies properly, due to the convenience provided by technology.

(c) The majority of candidates answered this question correctly.

(d) Nearly all candidates answered the first part of the question correctly. Some candidates wrote that
entities have a reason to exist, but they did not mention the connection with each other.

(e) The maijority of candidates answered this question correctly.

(f) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Those who did not write about the role of the
mountains in the ecosystem lost marks.

(9) This question was generally answered well. Those who wrote only ‘We need algae more than
algae needs us’ lost marks. Responses needed to mention why we need algae.

(h) A large number of candidates answered this question correctly. Candidates who did not read the
question carefully, did not pay attention to the word ‘quantity’ and wrote that the seasons occur
because of the location of the Moon, Earth and the Sun. Some candidates gave ‘oxygen’ as an
example and others ‘the reproductive property of kangaroos’. It is very important to read the
question carefully in order to understand exactly what is being asked.

(i) Most candidates answered this question correctly. While most of the candidates stated that
‘fingerprints’ are similar to bar codes because they do not change until the end of our lives, some
candidates stated that fingerprints are personal and everyone’s fingerprints are different, unique.

(i) There were many different answers to this question.

or;
‘Humans do not avoid harming the nature that they so admire’ and got full marks.

(k) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates assumed that this question
was a continuation of the previous one and responded by repeating the same answer and lost
marks. Candidates who gave ‘People do not respect nature and harm it in various ways’ achieved
full marks.

N Most candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates answered only part of the
question correctly and were awarded half marks.

(m) Some candidates gave varying but correct answers, such as ‘Because of humans’ thoughtlessly
changing nature to suit their own desires.’

(n) Most candidates answered this question correctly. There were many correct answers such as; “If a
lot of people in the society think, ‘somebody will take care of it anyway’, nobody will do anything
and the environment will continue to suffer.” Some candidates simply tried to explain the meaning
of the words and did not score marks.

(o) Most candidates answered half of this question correctly. Those who knew the meaning of
‘fortunately’ answered one part of the question correctly.
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Those candidates who constructed accurate sentences and used a good range of appropriate vocabulary
when presenting their answers gained good marks for Writing.

Question 2

For this question, candidates are required to write a summary of 200—250 words based on both Passage 1
and Passage 2. There are 15 marks available for Reading, with one mark awarded for each relevant point
extracted from the passages.

When tackling this question, candidates needed to refer to both of the passages provided in the question
paper, select the relevant information from them and present this information in a concise and focused
summary.

In order to have access to the full 15 marks for Reading, candidates needed to ensure that they selected at
least 15 important pieces of information from the passages.

When writing their summary, candidates need to avoid introductory sentences with phrases such as
‘Passage 1 says... or ‘It is mentioned in Passage 2..." Such phrases are inappropriate when writing a
summary and they use up words unnecessarily.

In total, there are 25 marks available for Question 2. In order to have access to the full 10 marks for Writing,
candidates needed to show that they could:

Order and present facts, ideas and opinions.

Understand and use a range of appropriate vocabulary.

Use language and register appropriate to audience and context.

Make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures, sentences, punctuation and
spelling.

Many candidates demonstrated an understanding of the rules of summary writing and were able to select
relevant ideas from both passages, linking them to form an original piece of writing. Some candidates were
either unfamiliar with the format of the examination or did not read the question carefully enough and did not
write a summary. Instead, they wrote a composition about fashion and the advantages/disadvantages of
fashion, reflecting their own feelings and experiences. Candidates are advised to read the question carefully
and write concisely, keeping closely to the focus of the question.

Anahtar Mesajlar

Bu sinavda basarili olmak i¢in adaylarin kendilerine en uygun konuyu segmesi 6nemlidir. Bazi baslklar
ilging gelse de adayin bu konuda yeterince deneyimi, bilgisi ya da gérusu yoksa, kompozisyon
istenenden kisa olacaktir. Yani, gerekli miktarda iyi tanimlanmis ve gelistirismis fikir/tez/betimleme/olay
olmadigi icin yuksek notlara ulagilamayacaktir. Veya metin istenilen uzunlukta olsa da, cogunlukla
konuyla ilgisiz olacaktir. Bu nedenle, 6nceden bir 6zet ya da bir plan hazirlamak, adaylara o konuda
350-500 so6zclklik bir metin yazip yazamayacaklarini gérme firsati verecektir. Bu 6n hazirlik,
distinceleri paragraflar halinde diizenlemek, konudan sapmamak ve tekrara dismemek agisindan da
yararli olacaktir.

Her soru aslinda iyi tanimlanmis bir gérev belirtir. Ornegin:

“... Bu goruse katilip katiimadiginizi, sebeplerini aciklayarak yaziniz”

“... olumlu ve olumsuz yo6nlerini tartiginiz.”

“Bir an, gun, sahne, atmosfer vb.yi betimleyiniz.”

“... hakkinda bir hikaye yaziniz.’ Bu nedenle soruda ne istendigini anlamak ve cevabin soruda
tanimlanan gorevi yerine getirmesi ¢cok énemlidir.

Bolim 1 ve Bélim 2’nin tim sorulari hem Bigem ve Dil Bilgisi hem de Igerik bakimindan degerlendirilir.
Bicem ve Dilbilgisi degerlendiriimesinde yluksek not bantlarina ulasabilmek igin saglam bir dil bilgisi ve
genis bir s6z varligi yansitan akicl, iyi olusturulmus, gelismis cimleler gereklidir.

icerik degerlendirmesinde yiiksek not bantlarina ulagsmak igin, sorunu tanimladig sekliyle, fikirleri, karsit
fikirleri, drnekleri, delilleri, tezleri, betimlemeleri veya olaylari, birbirine akici bir sekilde bagl ciimleler ve
paragraflarla yansitan metinler yazmak gerekir.

Cevabin, sorunun gerektirdigi yazi dilini yansitmasi da ytksek not alabilmek icin énemlidir. BoIim 1°deki
aciklayici ve tartismaci metinler biraz daha resmi bir dil gerektirir. Gelismis, kompleks/girisik ciimleler,
okuyucunun, agiklama ya da tartismanin ne yonde ilerledigini anlamasina yardimci olan yonlendirici
ifadeler, Bicem ve Dilbilgisi degerlendirmesini olumlu etkileyecegi gibi igerik notunu da olumlu
etkileyecektir. Ancak adaylar ¢ok iyi bilmedikleri s6zctkleri kullanarak okuyucuyu etkilemeye
g¢alismaktan da kaginmalidirlar ¢inkd bu tir sézclkler dogru kullaniimadiginda tam tersi bir etki
yapabilir. Cok uzun ve karmasik cimleler ciddi dilbilgisi hatalari yapma riskini de artirir. BoIim 2’nin
Betimleme ve Oykilileme metinlerinde ise daha konusma dili kullanilabilir. Ancak burada da adaylar, bir
kisinin ayirt edici bir 6zelligi oimadikga, asiri argo kullanmaktan kaginmalidirlar.

Her iki bélimde de cevap metni, gesitli gelismis cimleler, anlatilmak istenen kavrami ya da etkiyi en iyi
yansitan sézcukler, dogru noktalama ve imla bilgisi yansitmalidir.

Genel aciklamalar

Bélim 1

Bu bélimde soruda adaylarin ya bir tartisma metni (bir konuda bir gériis savunan), veya bir agiklama
metni (bir konuyla ilgili gesitli farkli veya karsit gérisleri aciklayan) yazmalari gerekmektedir. Agiklama
metninde aday kendi gortsinu belirtmeden yazisini bitirebilecegi gibi, ¢esitli gérisleri yansittiktan sonra
kendi gorisini belirterek de bitirebilir.

Her durumda Bolim 1’de cevaplar 6rnek ve delillerle desteklenmis bir dizi
sav/sebep/gercek/sergilemelidir. Girig tartisilacak, agiklanacak konuyu tanitmali, daha sonra gelen her
bdlim ya da paragrafta, tartismanin/agiklanan konunun farkl bir yéninu ele almalidir.

Baglac kullanmak metni anlamay! kolaylastiracaktir. Ornegin;destekleyici bir iddia eklemek igin ayrica,
ote yandan, dahasi vb. siralamanin dogru anlasiimasi i¢cin énce, ilk olarak, sonra, daha sonra, son
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olarak vb. zit bir gérig/sav sunmak i¢in fakat, ancak, 6te yandan, ragmen bununla birlikte

sonug bildirmek icin bu nedenle, bu/o ylzden, sonugta, sonug olarak vb. bir savi, iddiay1 6zetlemek ya
da tamamlamak icin 6zetlemek gerekirse, kisacasi, bu nedenle vb. eder kisisel bir fikir eklemek
gerekiyorsa yazar bunu kendi gorusunu destekleyen goruslerin arkasina eklemelidir.

Béliim 2

Betimleme sorularinda betimlenen (yer, nesne, an, duygu vb.) ve ¢evresindeki atmosfer, okuyucunun
zihninde tam bir resim canlandirmalidir. inandirici detaylar ses, gériintii, koku, tat, dokunma duygularini
uyaran ifadeler, dogru kullanildiklarinda, bu imajin zihinde canlanmasina yardimci olacaktir. Betimleme
metinlerinin dili, ortami ve ortamin yarattigi duyguyu yansitmalidir.

Cevap metninin her paragrafi ya da metnin her bolimd, betimlenenin bir yonini ele almali, ciimleler ve
paragraflar en etkili sekilde siralanmalidir.

Oykiileme metinlerinde, bir 6ykiiniin esas ve destekleyici kisimlarinin bir taslagini yapmak igin zaman
ayirmak, diger sorularda oldugu kadar yararli olacaktir. Kisa bir taslak, alt metinleri, ge¢cmise donugleri
(flashback) ve zaman atlamalari ile, gelismig bir dykl yazma isini kolaylastiracak, yiksek not bantlarina
ulagmayi saglayacaktir.

Oykileme sorulari her zaman sinavin bu bdlimiinin en popller sorulari olmustur ancak yiiksek notlar
alabilmek igin, okuyucunun ilgisini geken, merakini uyandiran gegmise dénusler, zaman atlamalari gibi
oykuleme araclarinin, etkin, akici ve iyi kurulmus cumlelerle aktarilmasi gerekir. Baglangig, gelisme ve
sonug bolumlerinden olusan siradan bir yku gorevi yerine getirmis olacaktir ama yuksek notlara
ulagsmasi pek olasi dedgildir.

Bu soru adaylarin, dislnceleri konusmaya geviren bir aygitin olumlu ve olumsuz etkilerinin neler
olabilecegi konusundaki distincelerini yazmalarini istiyordu. En gok segilen Gglincii soruydu. lyi
cevaplar, genellikle ¢esitli nedenlerle konusamayan insanlar, ya da guvenlik gugleri tarafindan
suclulari belirlemek amaciyla gibi, bu aygitin hangi alanlarda ve hangi kogullarda kullanilabilecegini
detaylandirarak, aygitin yararlarini dile getirmiglerdi. Sosyal ve uluslararasi iliskilerde utang verici
durumlara sebep olabilecedini gosteren drneklerle de olasi olumsuz etkilerini yazmislardi. Bazi
adaylar ise yalnizca olumlu ya da yalnizca olumsuz etkilerinden,
avantajlarindan/dezavantajlarindan s6z ederek, sorunun belirledigi gérevi ancak kismen
tamamlamisti.

Bu soru, 1sinan atmosfer, daralan biyogesitlilik , eriyen kutup buzlari ve artan orman yanginlari
basliklariyla dinyamizin su andaki durumunu anlattiktan sonra adaylardan bu durumu tersine
cevirmek icin yapilmasi gerekenleri yazmalarini istiyordu. Cevaplar adaylarin bu kosullarin
bilincinde olduklarini gésteriyordu. Bazilari gayet akillica bu olumsuz érnekleri artirip, hepsinin
sebeplerini ve sorunun istedigi gibi, ¢dziim énerilerini yazmiglardi. Ote yandan bazi adaylar
cevaplarinin blyuk bir kismini ¢gevre sorunlari listesini buyutmeye ayirmig ve boylece sorunun
geregini yapmamigti.

Bu bélimin en popliler sorusu olan bu soru adaylara zengin ve inlii olmanin olumlu ve olumsuz
yanlari konusundaki diistincelerini soruyordu. Soruyu cevaplandiran tim adaylarin sdyleyecek ¢ok
seyi vardi. Bazi adaylar zengin ve Unld olmanin iyi higbir tarafi olmadigini belirtip yalnizca olumsuz
yanlarindan s6z ederken bazilari da zengin ve Unli olmanin iyi ydnlerini anlatmakla yetinmis yani
farkl géruslerin bilincinde olmadiklar bir soru segerek iki grup da agiklama sorusunun geregini
yapmamiglardi. Zengin ve Unla olmanin, érnegin, istedigin her seyi satin alabilmek, ihtiyaci olanlara
yardim edebilmek, iyi bir rol modeli olmak, UnG ve parayi insani yardim kampanyalarina liderlik
etmek icin kullanmak gibi olumlu yanlarindan, 6zel hayatin kalmamasi gibi olumsuz yanlarindan
s6z eden, bunlar icin drnekler vererek tam bir agiklama metni yazanlar icerik notunda ylksek
bantlara girebildiler.

Bu soru adaylarin bir 6nermeye katilip katilmadiklarini gerekgeleriyle birlikte yazmasini istiyordu.
“Kadinlarin egitim hakki, yasadiklari yere goére farkliliklar géstermektedir ve bu nedenle ‘cografya
kaderdir’ denilebilir.” Bu bir tartisma sorusu oldugu igin adaylarin cevaplarinda kendi goruslerini
hakli ¢ikaracak gerekgeler, deliller, drnekler géstermeleri gerekiyordu. Birgok aday cevabinda bu
goruse katildigini, nedenini Turkiye’nin ve dinyanin c¢esitli bdlgelerinden, egitim konusunda
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kadinlarin haklarinin gérmezden gelindigini gosteren drnekler vererek ve hatta bazilari bu durumun
gerekgelerini de belirterek acgikladi. Bazi adaylar ise bu géruge katilmadiklarini, ima edilen
bolgelerden gelip diinyaca (nlii olan kadinlari 6rnek vererek agikladilar. ki durumda da adaylar,
sorunun belirledigi gorevi yerine getirmislerdi. Goruslerini anlasilir bir dille ifade edip dogru
orneklerle destekleyen adaylar yuksek notlar aldilar.

Bu soru adaylarin plaj ya da marina gibi deniz kenarinda bir yeri ve atmosferini betimlemelerini
istiyordu. Bu yil gok daha fazla sayida adayin bir betimleme metni ile dykileme metni arasindaki
farki kavradiklari anlagiliyordu. Dizgln cumlelerle yapilmis, farkh bélimleri farkli gereksinimlere
hizmet eden, farkli renkler ve seslerle gé6zimuzde canlanan gayet hareketli plaj betimlemeleri,
yalnizca birkag kisinin oldugu tenha plajlari ama daha ¢ok glines, daha ¢ok deniz ve daha ¢ok
gOkyuzl, daha ¢ok kumsal betimlemeleri ile bircok aday bu soruda yiksek notlara ulastilar.
Betimleme metinlerinin gereklerini iyi kavramamis olan adaylar ise soruyu “plajda bir giin” gibi
degerlendirerek iyi notlara ulagsamadilar.

Bu soru Bélim 2’nin klasik formatta bir dykileme sorusuydu. Bu formatta adaylardan verilen bir
cumleyi kendisinin yazacag bir dykiiniin herhangi bir yerinde kullanmasi istenir. Verilen ciimlenin,
Oykunin uygun bir yerinde, gidisatin bu noktada degisecegi, bir doruk noktasinda ya da éykuyu
ilging bir sekilde sonlandirmak igin kullanilmasi uygun olur. Bu yil birgok adayin, dykileme
sorularinda igerikten ylksek not almanin tek yolunun gergek ya da gergekusti bir olaylar zincirini
gelismis, ilging, inandirici ve anlasilabilir bir ifadeyle anlatmak oldugunu kavradigini gérduk. Verilen
cumleyi ¢ok iyi bir sekilde kullanan pek ¢ok ilging dyku okuduk. Ancak bazi cevaplarda verilen
cumle siradan, dykuyle anlamli bir iliski kurmadan kullaniimisti. Cevaba baglamadan bir taslak ya
da 6zet yapmak, bu soru tipinde de ylksek notlari alabilmeye ¢ok yardimci olacaktir.

Bu soru adaylarin rol model olarak aldiklari, yaptiklari segimlerde onlara ilham kaynagi olan birinin,
fiziksel 6zelliklerini ve kisiligini betimlemesini istiyordu. En az sayida adayin sectigi bu soruda
aslinda ¢ok iyi, genellikle anne, betimlemeleri gordiik. Bu adaylar belli ki bu soruyu bilingli bir
sekilde se¢gmislerdi, soru akillarina birini getirmisti. En iyi cevaplar rol modeli olarak goérdukleri
kisinin fiziki ve kisilik 6zelliklerini betimledikleri gibi, o kisilerin hangi ydnlerinin kendilerine nasil
ilham verdigini de yansitmiglardi. Bazi adaylar ise cevaplarinin timini bu kisiyi betimlemeye
ayirmig, ancak hangi 6zelliklerin adayin tercihlerini nasil/neden etkiledigine hig deginmemisler ki bu
da sorunun dikkatle okunmamasindan kaynaklanan bir sorundur.

Bu soru adaylardan teknik bir nedenle internetin kullanilamadigini hayal edip bu sartlarda yagsayan
bir insanin bir giinunu anlatmalarini istiyordu. Bir ¢cok aday internetsiz bir gunin nasil gectigini
anlatirken bir yandan da internetin sagladigi kolayliklara ne kadar bagimli hale geldiklerini yeni fark
ettiklerini, daha énce internetsiz yapamadiklari isleri nasil yapabildiklerini, bos vakitlerini
degerlendirmek icin eskiden yapip uzun suredir terk ettikleri etkinlikleri yeniden yapabilmekten ne
kadar hoslandiklarini veya yatakta telefonlariyla vakit gegirirken aileyle yapilan kahvaltilar
kagirmaktan duyduklar pismanhg: dile getirerek dykilerini zenginlestirdiler ve bdylece igerik
notunun yuksek olmasini sagladilar. Batin bunlari dykileme dilini dogru kullanarak anlatanlar
Bigcem ve Dilbilgisi notunu da Ustine koyarak bu bélimden yiiksek not almayi basardilar. Bazi
adaylar ise internetin olmamasindan kaynaklanan farkliliklara hi¢g deginmeden siradan bir guni
anlatarak soruya eksik cevap vermis oldular.

Writing

Key messages

To do well in this paper, candidates need to select the most suitable topic for them to write about. Some
tittes may sound interesting but if the candidate does not have sufficient experience, knowledge or ideas
about the subject, the composition will be too short, and there will not be enough well-defined, well-
developed ideas/images/arguments/events to achieve top marks. Or the text may be the right length but
mostly irrelevant. So, writing an outline or brief plan will give candidates a chance to see whether or not
they can write a 350 — 500 composition on the subject. It will also help them organise their thoughts into
paragraphs, stay on topic and avoid repetition.

Every question has a clearly defined task, such as:

‘Write whether or not you agree with this statement/view, giving reasons for your opinion.’

‘Discuss the positive and negative aspects of...’

‘Describe a moment, day, scene, atmosphere etc.’

‘Tell a story about...’

The response, therefore, must fulfil the task outlined in the question and understanding what is required
in the response is very important.

All Section 1 and Section 2 responses are assessed for both Style and Accuracy and Content.

Fluent, well made, sophisticated sentences which reflect a confident knowledge of grammar and
effective range of vocabulary are required for top mark bands in Style and Accuracy. Paragraphs made
up of sentences soundly sequenced and coherently linked with the previous and following sentence,
carrying ideas, examples, evidence, claims or opposing views, will make the composition worthy of a
high content mark.

Demonstrating an awareness of different styles required by different types of composition is important to
achieve higher marks. The discursive and argumentative titles in Section 1 require more formal
language. Sophisticated, complex sentences, appropriately used signposts to help the reader follow
where the argument is leading to, contribute to Style and Accuracy marks as well as Content marks. Yet
candidates should avoid trying to impress the reader by using impressive-looking vocabulary they are
not very familiar with as this does not necessarily make a text better. Furthermore, very long and
complex sentences increase the risk of making serious grammar mistakes. The descriptive and
narrative titles in Section 2 require more informal language but candidates should refrain from using
overly colloquial language unless it is being used to reflect a character.

In both sections, the response must demonstrate a variety of complex sentences, a wide range of
vocabulary used to communicate precise meaning or to achieve a specific effect and accuracy in
punctuation and spelling.

General comments

Section 1

In this section, the task requires the candidate to write either an argumentative text (putting forward a
point of view about an issue) or a discursive text (discussing various and opposing views about an
issue). This may be without giving a personal opinion or concluding with a personal point of view after
discussing various points of view/elements of the argument.

In any case, the candidate’s response should involve a series of claims/assertions/reasons/facts
supported by examples or evidence. The introduction must present the topic to be discussed/argued,
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then ideally each part/paragraph in the main body of the essay should deal with a different element of
the argument.

Using connectives will make the text easy to follow, for example:

To add a supporting claim, connectives like also, besides, furthermore, etc.

To make the sequence clear, connectives like first, next, then, finally, etc.

To introduce a contrasting idea/claim, connectives like but, yet, on the other hand, although etc.
To introduce a result, connectives like as a result, therefore, consequently, etc.

To enforce a thought/claim, connectives like really, surely, in fact etc.

To end a claim or to summarise, connectives like to sum up, in short, therefore, in conclusion
etc.

. If a personal opinion is required, the conclusion should follow from the previous supporting
argument(s).

Section 2

For descriptive titles, the target described (place, object, moment, feeling, etc.) and the atmosphere
around it should create a full image in the reader’s mind. Vivid details that involve sound, sight, smell,
taste and touch, help create such an image if used appropriately. The language of a descriptive text
should convey emotions and atmosphere/mood.

Each paragraph of the response or each part of the main body of the essay should focus on one aspect
of the target of description and paragraphs/statements must be ordered in the most effective way.

For narrative titles, spending time to draft the outline/plan and the supporting details of the story will be
as useful as in other titles. Drawing up a brief plan helps with writing a sophisticated narrative, with sub-
texts, flashbacks and time lapses. All this will help achieving the higher mark bands.

Narrative questions have always been the most popular in this part of the paper, but high grades are
only achieved by stories where narrative devices like flashback, time lapse, etc. are used effectively with
fluent, well-constructed sentences which keep the reader interested and intrigued. A straightforward
story with a beginning, a development and an end may fulfil the task but is unlikely to achieve a high
mark.

Comments on specific questions

Section 1

Question (a) asked candidates to write what they think would be the possible positive and negative
impacts of a device which can convert thoughts into spoken word. The question was the third in
popularity. Good responses reflected ideas about where this device could be used, mainly people
who cannot talk for various reasons, or security forces to identify a criminal, etc., detailing in which
conditions the device should be used. As for the negative side of the use of such a device, they
gave examples and reasons showing how it may affect relationships, international relations or
social relations, causing embarrassment etc. Some candidates talked only about the positive or
negative impact or advantages/disadvantages of such a device which means the task was partly
fulfilled.

This question set the present condition of earth; heating atmosphere, shrinking biodiversity, melting
polar icecaps and increasing forest fires, and asked the candidate what should be done to reverse
this situation. Candidates are very aware of these environmental issues so some of them very
wisely increased the examples of such unfortunate developments and also, in order to address the
task, they stated the reasons for these developments and suggested ways of dealing with such
problems. Some candidates, on the other hand, devoted most of their response adding to the list of
environmental issues which is not what this question demanded.

Question (c) asked candidates to write about the positive and negative aspects of being rich and
famous. The question was the most popular in this section. Everyone who tackled this question had
plenty to write about. Yet while some candidates mostly concentrated on the negative aspects of
being wealthy and famous, claiming that there is nothing positive about it, some others chose to
write only the positive aspects of being wealthy and famous, both forgetting that this is a discursive
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topic. Those candidates who listed the good aspects, like being able to afford to buy anything you
like, being able to help people in need, being able to be a good role model, leading campaigns
using the money and fame for humanitarian goals, and also addressed the negative aspects like
having little or no private life, achieved high marks for content.

This question asked candidates to write about whether they agreed or disagreed with the claim that
women’s access to education differs according to the area where they live and therefore one can
say that geography is destiny. As an argumentative topic, candidates had to give reasons to justify
their stance. Most candidates agreed with the statement and explained why, by giving examples
from certain regions of Turkey and/or the world, where women have equal rights with men or are
disregarded when it comes to education. Some candidates also added the reasons why the
situation is so. Those who did not agree with the claim supported their point by giving examples of
world-acclaimed women who come from regions mostly implied by the statement. All the
candidates fulfilled the task, whether choosing to agree or disagree and those who managed to put
forward their views in a coherent manner and with enough supporting examples, using the
appropriate style, achieved high marks.

Section 2

This question required candidates to describe the scenery and atmosphere of a place near the sea
like a marina or a beach. This year, more candidates seemed to have appreciated the difference
between a descriptive and a narrative text. They came up with the description of a busy beach with
different sections serving different needs, each reflecting different colours and sounds, or a lonely
beach with few people, more sun, more sea, more sand. Those who were not sure about what a
description requires lost marks by turning their text into ‘a day at the beach’.

Question (b) was a familiar format narrative question for Section 2 where the candidate is asked to
use a given statement somewhere in a story. The statement always implies an interesting story
which leads up to a moment where this statement will fit, or change in circumstances after that
point, that is, a climax. It was good to see that many candidates understood that a high content
mark can only be achieved by telling a story which involves a natural or a supernatural chain of
events, told in a sophisticated, interesting, convincing and comprehensible manner. There were
many such interesting stories which made very good use of the given statement. Yet in some
stories, the given statement was not used in a relevant, worthwhile manner. A draft/plan would be
greatly useful in this context.

This question asked candidates to describe the physical features and personality of a person who
inspires them in their daily life when making decisions. This was the least popular of the questions
of this section yet there were some very good descriptions, mostly of mothers, which illustrates that
those candidates who chose this question made a very conscious decision. They had someone in
mind that they found inspiring. The best compositions reflected the personality and physical traits of
their role model and described in which contexts, how, why they inspired the candidate. Some
candidates devoted their texts solely to the description of that inspiring person but forgot to write
about the link between this person and the candidate’s own life decisions.

Question (d) asked the candidates to imagine that for some technical reason there was no access
to the internet and required them to describe a day in a person’s life under these circumstances.
Candidates mostly stated that they were surprised to find out how dependent they had become on
the facilities the internet provides, and gave examples of many things they were not able to do: not
using their phones and how they managed, how they enjoyed the pastime activities they had long
neglected, how much they had missed having breakfast with the family instead of staying in bed
with their mobiles etc. Most candidates who chose this question were able to fulfil the task
successfully, telling the story of a day without the internet, using appropriate narrative language
and structure.
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
