Map exercise – compare maps of the Mughal Empire in Kelly pages 6 
and 10. 
Brainstorm information relating to Aurangzeb and identify his strengths 
and weaknesses 
Identify those areas of his reign that were to lead to the downfall of the 
Empire

Construct a number of 
sentences to cover each of the headings on the decline of the Mughal 
Empire and issue to students who place the statements in the correct 
columns. 
 
 
 
Notes are made on all reasons for the decline of the Mughal Empire 
from 1.1 and 1.2 above. Emphasis should be placed on ensuring that 
each reason identified fully explains why it caused the decline. 
 
Extension work: Students could be encouraged to consider the relative 
importance of each reason and arrive at a judgement as to which was 
the most important one.

Research the history of the East India Company 
 
Construct a time line and place on this the events that were associated 
with the East India Company. 
Students identify possible reasons why the East India Company was 
attracted to India. 
Why did the East India Company extend its powers? 
 
 
 
 
 
Notes should be made on the reasons for the attraction of India to the 
East India Company and other traders. Consideration should also be 
given to the role of the EIC as an organisation that contributed to the 
downfall of the Empire.
